5. Business Arising from AGM minutes:

-Fellowes will do EOSSAA Hockey

-Golf: will be a spring championship, regulations done this fall, OFSAA will be in spring for one more year

-do we need originals with signatures because of electronic entry? Answer: The convenor will have the electronic, while the coach will carry original
6. Introduction of Special Projects Coordinators and Website Coordinator (Suche)

-the special projects coordinators will update playing regs and facilitate sports groups in meeting to make things run more smoothly. The new coordinators are:Beth Barts, Dennis Hutt, Mike Hoy They will help coordinate this as part of our executive.

-Dave Loken will be working on our EOSSAA website to make it more user friendly, a central hub for a very widespread board
7. Transfers: Dates and Information (Tony)

-no real updates because there were no issues that came forward
-transfer dates for EOSSAA appeals: Wed Oct 11, Wed Nov 15, Wed Jan 31, Wed April 4

-need to have a local association meeting first to rule on transfers, must follow the procedure rigorously and then there are fewer legal problems

-some transfers going from a French high school to an English high school – what would the ruling be? Answer: This would be under “program needs” which must specify that it is a course prerequisite for university. The language argument does not fit.

-need to have a representative from each school at local association meetings so that everyone at the table can make the decision with a necessary number of representatives to fulfill quorum 

-private school to public school which falls under “financial category” - family feels this invades privacy? Answer: is that the family must make the decision as to whether they want their child to move schools, and if so, they must provide the proper documentation. It was suggested that if it goes through the appeals route then it would distance the family from the local situation.

-have become more specific about documentation for change of residence

-possibility of Tony providing a workshop to reps on transfer rules at spring meeting

-Tony will send a one page breakdown for each school for guidance/Athletic Directors to refer to

-Wendy Fish went to the Toronto conference for transfers and has requested to be reimbursed for travel. It was suggested that Lanark and EOSSAA share the expense. Joe will write a cheque and Lanark will reimburse EOSSAA for a portion of the travel

-BBB Sr AAA: the day will stay the same (Fri, Feb 23) despite the changed OFSAA date in order to maintain the message that the championship dates do not get changed

-Track and Field (June 7-9 OFSAA), Regionals (TBA) at Belleville; EOSSAA is still not set

-all inquiries are forwarded to the championship coordinators Deb and Bryan
10. OFSAA XC: Thunder Bay (Mark Lewis)

-Dave Grant and Mark have booked rooms and buses for EOSSAA. (TISS will be hiring their own bus.) Cost will be approx. $252/athlete covering transportation, accomodation and coaches costs. Leave Wed and arrive in Thunder Bay Thursday night, athletes will run course for practice Friday, compete Sat and then head home. Coaches must know that we have committed to this championship and so will have to be prepared financially. Pick up in Kingston (depart 10am), Prescott, Ottawa,  Arnprior, Renfrew.

Maximum number of runners for a team is 5, top 3 individuals qualify, top 2 teams. Athletes will be responsible for meals.
