-Declaring up and Hosting Championships
-If you declare up to AAA, the lower classified school cannot host a championship; a motion has been brought forward to change this so a lower classified school can host

-Suggested that a particular school should compete at the higher classification level one year prior to hosting

-Also suggested that the motion include a rationale why a school is able to compete at higher level

-EOSSAA Wrestling (School Programs?)

-Administration would like clarification on policies for wrestling in terms of transfers etc.

-A wrestler competed in championship one week after transferring; there was no coach or program at school wrestler transferred to
-OPHEA guidelines are paramount in safety procedures

-Imperative that sports have proper form to complete i.e. AELS, so people are aware of who’s eligible; right now there are 8 sports that are not required to submit AELS form
