EOSSAA T&F SAC MINUTES

Tuesday, April 10, 2007

1. Meeting started at 3:10 a.m. in the CPHS library.  In attendance were Mark Lewis SGDHS, Randy Givogue TISS, Roger Poirier RCI, Francois Belle-Isle ES Hawksbury, Carl Lacroix ES Hawksbury, Wendy Fish Almonte, Tammy Bovaird Notre Dame, Julie Green North Dundas, Justin McNamee PDCI, and Stephen King CPHS

2. The April of 2006 minutes of this committee were reviewed.  Wendy Fish moved to approve the minutes and seconded by Mark Lewis.

3. EOSSAA dates convenor, facilities.  This year’s convenor is Francois Belle-Isle of Hawksbury from Prescott-Russell.  This year’s EOSSAA T&F Championships are being hosted at Thousand Islands Secondary School in Brockville on their new track.  The date of the championship is May 23 and May 24, 2007.

4. The East Regional convenor(s) are Tim Larry and Brian Poste and is being hosted in Belleville at the Mary Ann Sills track as in past years.  The dates of the meet are Thurs May 31 and Friday June 1.  A new schedule was approved at this year’s SAC meeting which was attended by Mark Lewis and Francois Belle-Isle.

5. OFSAA dates are June 7, 8 and 9 at the Terry Fox Facility in Ottawa.  The meet is being convened by the National Capital Region(Sue Fleming and others).  Anyone interested in officiating at this year’s meet should contact Lynn Carss at Almonte District High School asap.  They are endeavouring to have all officials certified and have arranged to have certification clinics for would-be officials.  Parking is expected to be a major issue at this year’s OFSAA.  Stay tuned for further details.

6. Each league is expected to use the HYTEK MEET MANAGER which EOSSAA has already bought the license for.  Each league is expected to purchase their own license.

7. Records have been updated as there is now the ability for it to be done automatically as results are entered.  As convenor of EOSSAA remember to add this function on during the meet.

8. Several changes were made to the EOSSAA Playing Regulations at the meeting.  Official duties of the various leagues were updated to cover Girls Pole Vault and Senior Boys and Girls Long Jump.  Each league will now be responsible for 2 track umpires.  Some positions were eliminated as being obsolete.  All references to timing and judging in the guidelines were eliminated as it is agreed that electronic timing is now mandatory.  For leagues that are still using handtimes an adjustment of .24 s for races up to and including 400m and .14 for races above 400m are to be added.  The HYTEK MEET MANAGER has the capability to do this.  For example a hand time of 54.14 becomes 54.38 in a 400m race.  This allows for fair comparison between leagues for seeding purposes.

9. A discussion followed regarding athletes scratching at last minute from East Region entries.  It was agreed that coaches need to be more diligent in scratching their athletes who do not intend to participate the next week.  This should be done AT the EOSSAA meet so that the next qualifier in line can be notified.

10. A discussion as to the merits of purchasing a weigh in station to be kept by EOSSAA(and probably stored at TISS) ensued.  There was general agreement that this was a good idea.  Francois Belle-Isle was going to investigate the price of various machines?

11. All forms for EOSSAA, East Regionals and OFSAA can now be found and downloaded off of the EOSSAA website.  The site’s address is www.eossaa.ca 

12. It was agreed that TISS will charge a rental fee to be worked out with the convenor to cover the cost of wear and tear of the track and equipment.  It was brought to the committee’s attention that 6 mm or less PYRAMID STYLE spikes are the only allowable spikes on this track’s surface.  Please advise your athletes of this fact before any meet in which your school travels to TISS.

13. Adjournment was at 4:50 pm moved by Carl Lacroix and seconded by Tammy Bovaird.
